I know thousands of people who have begun
books, and only a few who have completed
them.  Remember writing a book, e- or not, is
a time-consuming task.  

Make time for writing and editing.  Don’t expect
to write a book in an afternoon (not a good one,
anyway!) and let yourself off the hook if it takes
a while!

Someone French (Victor Hugo?) said “I hate
writing. I enjoy having written”.  That sums it
up for my experience!

Graham has sold more than 5000 copies of his niche book.
He pays a distributor a percentage to put it in bookshops
throughout the country. He also sells it on his web site in
hard copy and e-book form. 

The advantage of ebooks is that there are no postage
costs, and they’re more immediate - as soon as they’re
paid for, you get them on email. There are no printing
costs either, so Graham loves to sell an ebook - pure
intellectual property!

Books give you credibility. They create a
relationship with people before they even meet
you. What a nice way to start out with client! 

You don't need to write a full book to promote
your cleverness. You don’t need a publisher or
a printer or a distributor (but I would suggest a
good editor and designer are indispensable!).
Try an ebook to promote you and your
business.
